We have no direct information about the tools used by the mediaeval copyists, but
an idea is given to us by the representations of the evangelists on the act of writing
in the frescoes and miniatures. On the scribe’s workbench there is usually a pen,
which may be made of reeds or a bird feather; knives for sharpening the quill and
laying out the writing sheet; an inkstand, which is often attached to the quill case;
a smdll bottle, which is usually placed under the workbench. These were filled with
red and black ink. Scribes used scissors, also a ruler and a compass for sizing and
outlining, a knife or sponge for scraping out misplaced text.

The ink was usually prepared by the copyists themselves. The iron gall ink was
the most common and it was made from natural tanning substances, iron salts,
mineral acids and natural resins. Gall nuts harvested from the bark of oak trees
were most often used to make such inks. They contained a high amount of Kpuctanm ot wenesen(ll) cyndat xentaxuapar

Most often at the end of the manuscript, less often at

the beginning or in other places, the copyist inserted a shorter

or longer text called a “colophon”. In it he recorded his name,

the place and date of the manuscript’s copying, as well as
information regarding the commissioner and the contents.
Frequently, he also urged the reader to pray for him and to forgive
the mistakes made. The copyists of the majority of South Slavonic
manuscripts written in the fourteenth century remain anonymous
and the places of their work unknown.

In several cases, however, there were probably smaller
workshops and sometimes there were professional copyists who travelled to different
destinations depending on their commissions.

Fresco from the Bachkovo Monastery (19th century) ‘O a " A 0
centres. Manuscripts were mostly produced in the scriptoria of the monasteries,
where the new copyists were trained. In these holy communities, Greek, Bulgarian
and Serbian monks often lived together, resulting in an intensive exchange of
manuscripts and enrichment of the monastery collections. The main and most
important spiritual and cultural centre at that time was Mount Athos, where more
than twenty monasteries were active and visited by the whole Orthodox community.
They maintained continuous relations with other smaller monasteries in the Balkans.

Filip was a monk who transcribed part of the
Miscellany, known as Pop Filip Miscellany, in 1345.
The manuscript is now preserved in the State
Historical Museum in Moscow (Sin. 38).
= It contains one of the two oldest copies
of the Chronicle by the Byzantine author
Constantine Manasses in Middle Bulgarian
translation. Priest Filip wrote a small
number of folios, but his handwriting is
a perfect example of the liturgical
semi-uncial of Tarnovo writing school.
Another anonymous scribe helped him,
copying the main part of the text, using
for the first time the Priest Gerasim script,
a semi-uncial handwriting with Byzantine
. features. This handwriting style is
peculiar to the historical period in which
the two copyists lived, since it was mainly
used for manuscripts containing new
translations or original works by
Bulgarian authors from
the fourteenth century.

The hieromonk Lavrentiy was one of the clergymen close both to the royal court of Tarnovo
and the patriarchal institution at the time of Tsar loann Alexander reign (1331-1371). During his
literary activity, between the mid-40s and the early seventies of the fourteenth century,
5, he transcribed several manuscripts with different
~ contents. Itis in this period, frequently referred to
as the Second Golden Age, that Bulgarian culture
flourished. Due to his great expertise and his high
calligraphic mastery, he was commissioned to compile
amiscellany known today as Lavrentiy’s Miscellany,
completed in 1348.
The codex contains 215 folios and is today preserved in
the Russian National Library in St. Petersburg (F.1.376).
Its variety of encyclopaedic content and the explicit
mention of the tsar’s children support the hypothesis
according to which Lavrentiy was involved in
the education of the royal heirs and that the manuscript
served as a textbook for them. The miscellany also
contains several works related to literary life during
the First Bulgarian Kingdom, including the oldest
known transcription of Chernorizets Hrabar’s treatise
On the Letters.

In the late fifties or early sixties of the fourteenth century, the scribe Parvoslav
transcribed a miscellany for the great logothete Mita, who was probably the
chancellor of the sovereign. The manuscript is preserved in the SS. Cyril and
Methodius National Library (N2 674). The copyist’s name indicates that he was
a secular person. In the long inscription that Parvoslav wrote at the end

of the manuscript, Tsar loann Alexander, -

the Empress Sarah-Teodora and ‘

the “young king”” loann Shishman

are also mentioned.
